About the proposal for the airbase, the premier said, “The offer came from a
white man. It may appear that it is aimed at only one country, but it is not. I
know where else they intend to go. There will be more trouble. But don’t worry
about it. “If I allowed a certain country to build an airbase in Bangladesh, then I
would have had no problem.”

Although the Prime Minister did not mention the name of the country that
wants to establish an airbase in Bangladesh, it is well-assumed that the name of
that country is the US. For many years, Washington has been eyeing St. Martin
Island, a small island (area only 3 km2) in the northeastern part of the Bay of
Bengal, about 9 km south of the tip of the Cox’s Bazar-Teknaf peninsula,
forming the southernmost part of the country.

As Sheikh Hasina flees, what does it mean
for India? Six preliminary takeaways from

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FIRST, the situation in Bangladesh:

The country has been reeling under protests for the last month over the job quota system,
and the protests had been the biggest since Hasina was re-elected for the fourth
consecutive term since 2008.

She had led the country through economic growth but had also cracked down on the
Opposition, media and the civil society.

This had made her unpopular, and the youth coming out on the streets was the tipping
point. Her departure poses a challenge for Bangladesh’s economy, which is yet to recover
from the Covid pandemic and is slated to become a developing economy in the next
couple of years.

SECOND, what does her exit mean for India?

Her departure after a 17-year tenure means that India has lost a trusted partner in the
region. Hasina has been a friend to India, and New Delhi has worked closely with her on
countering terrorist groups operating out of Bangladesh.

The partnership brought the two countries closer together, and New Delhi had given aid
and assistance to Dhaka for a range of projects.



THIRD, New Delhi has been naturally supportive towards her.

By being careful with its comments and insisting that the weeks of turmoil in
Bangladesh was its internal matter, New Delhi has given her tacit support — her
openly undemocratic ways notwithstanding.

The West has been questioning Hasina’'s crackdown against civil society, the
opposition, and the media, and has been calling for an end to her authoritarian
style of functioning. India’s backing of her, despite allegations of rigging in
elections, has been a bone of contention between India and the West.

FOURTH, it follows that New Delhi will now be working to insulate itself from her
unpopularity.

If she does land in India, it would mean New Delhi will have to work towards
ensuring her safety, and would face some questions from the new regime in Dhaka
about giving refuge to an unpopular leader. There is a real risk of blowback from
the Bangladeshi people as well — during the years of Awami League rule, the

Bangladeshi opposition has viewed India as backing Hasina, and the West as being
on their side.



FIFTH, New Delhi will be concerned about who will be in power in Dhaka now.

What attitude they will take towards India will be critical. In the past, when Opposition
parties led by BNP-Jamaat or the Army have ruled the country, India has had an
unpleasant experience — with anti-India terror outfits operating across the India-
Bangladesh border.

This situation could well arise again, and New Delhi cannot afford to have another front
open when the LoC and the border with Pakistan is hot again, and the Indian Army is in a
long standoff with the PLA in eastern Ladakh. The Myanmar border is also extremely
volatile, and the source of unrest and strife in India’s Northeast.

SIXTH, the role of the Army Chief will be crucial.

Ahead of his address to the nation, General Waker held a meeting at the military
headquarters, at which two important leaders of the main opposition Jatiya Party were
invited, according to the Bangladeshi daily Prothom Alo.

The Jatiya Party was formed by a retired chief of the Bangladesh Army, General Hussain
Mohammed Ershad, in 1986. As Army chief, Gen Ershad had seized power through a coup
d’étatin 1982, and ruled as chief martial law administrator until December 1983.

Article 311 in The Constitution Of India 1949

311. Dismissal, removal or reduction in rank of persons employed in civil capacities under the Union

or a State

(1) No person who is a member of a civil service of the Union or an all India service or a civil

Five policemen sacked in J&K in drug, terror cases:

The Jammu and Kashmir Lieutenant-Governor on Saturday invoked
Article 311 of the Constitution and terminated the services of six
government employees, five of them policemen, based on reports
filed by security agencies for alleged involvement in narcotics
smuggling and terrorist activities.

“Five constables from the Police Department and one teacher from
the Education Department are sacked in terms of Article 311 of the
Constitution of India for their deep involvement in anti-national
activities,” a government spokesman said.

Article 311 deals with the dismissal, removal, or reduction in rank of
civil servants without a departmental inquiry after informing them
of the charges against them and giving a reasonable opportunity to
be heard. The decision of the authority will be final.
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The J&K Police had collected incriminating evidence
against the employees, which showed that instead of
helping security forces combat narco-terror sponsored
by the ISI and terror outfits, the police constables chose
to collaborate and act as moles.

The J&K Police have also seized properties worth crores
of many narco dealers in the months-long operation.

In recent years, numerous police, army, and paramilitary
personnel have been arrested for drug smuggling in
Jammu and Kashmir. The cross-border drug syndicate
has emerged as a significant challenge, facilitating
terrorism and terror financing.

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Concerns regarding the Narcotics trade in India:

1. Social and health impact: Narcotics trade harms youth
and families, leading to addiction and health problems.

2. Diversion of funds for disruptive activities: The money
generated from the narcotics trade is diverted for
disruptive activities that have bearings on national
security.

3. Increase in terrorism: Drug traffickers from across
borders have been found to have connections with
terrorist organizations like Lashkar-e-Toiba and Hizbul
Mujahideen, and the illegal money is used for terror
activities sponsored by the ISI.



4. Infiltration of organized crime: Organized gangs, which
primarily used to carry out extortion activities in their
local areas, are getting hooked to the narcotics trade
network, and are being used for drug trafficking and gun
running. This creates a nexus between terrorists and
organized gangs/underworld, which poses a new and
disturbing trend that needs to be tackled effectively by
security agencies.

5. Proliferation of darknet markets: Studies reveal that 62
per cent of the darknet is being used for illicit drug
trafficking. The anonymity and low risks of darknet
transactions are disrupting traditional drug markets.



6. Border security: The
heroin and
methamphetamine-

producing areas have
porous borders and are
reportedly under the control

of rebel groups indirectly -

supported by intelligence
setups.
