base for the Western Air
Command and has been used for
forward offensive operations. For
example, during the 26/11

"It is our call to you that you should hand her over to the
government of Bangladesh in a legal way. The people of this
country have given the decision for her trial. Let her face that
trial,” Fakhrul was quoted as saying by the Daily Star newspaper.



Talking to reporters after placing a wreath at the grave of former
president and BNP founder Zia-ur Rahman in the city, Fakhrul said India
is seemingly not Keeping its commitment towards democracy by
providing shelter to her.

Fakhrul said fascist ousted prime minister Sheikh Hasina fled the
country in the face of the student-led "revolution".

"It is unfortunate that our neighbouring country has sheltered her.
Staying there, Hasina has started a conspiracy to foil the victory of
Bangladesh,” he was quoted as saying by the state-run BSS news agency.

Over 230 people were Killed in the incidents of violence that erupted
across the country following the fall of the Hasina-led Awami League
government, taking the death toll to more than 600 since the massive
protest by students first started in mid-July.
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Do India and Bangladesh have an extradition treaty?

Yes. India and Bangladesh signed an extradition treaty in 2013, which was then
amended in 2016 to ease and hasten the exchange of fugitives between the two
countries.

The treaty came into being in the context of several Indian fugitives,
particularly those belonging to insurgent groups in the North East, hiding in
and operating out of Bangladesh. At the same time, Bangladesh had been facing
trouble from outfits such as Jamaat-ul-Mujahideen Bangladesh (JMB), whose
operatives were found to be hiding in states like West Bengal and Assam in
India.

The treaty allowed India to successfully extradite Anup Chetia, a top United
Liberation Front of Assam (ULFA) leader, from Bangladesh to India in 2015.
Since then, one more fugitive has been handed over to India by Bangladesh
through the extradition route. According to sources, India too has handed over
a couple of Bangladesh fugitives to its neighbour through this treaty.

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What does the treaty say?

According to the treaty, India and Bangladesh are supposed to extradite
individuals “who have been proceeded against... or have been charged
with or have been found guilty of, or are wanted for... committing an
extraditable offence” by a court of the requesting country.

An extraditable offence, the treaty says, is one which carries a minimum
punishment of one year imprisonment. This includes financial
offences. Crucially, for an offence to be extraditable, the principle of dual
criminality must apply, meaning that the offence must be punishable in
both countries.

The treaty says that extradition shall also be granted if there is an
“attempt to commit or aiding, abetting, inciting or participating as
an accomplice in the commission of an extraditable offence”.



Are there exceptions to these rules?

Yes. The treaty says that extradition may be refused
if the offence is of “political nature”. But this is
limited by the nature of offence. And the list of
offences which cannot be deemed as “political” is
rather long. These include murder; manslaughter
or culpable homicide; assault; causing of an
explosion; the making or possession of an
explosive substance or weapons by a person
intending to endanger life; the use of a firearm
with intent to resist or prevent arrest; damaging
property with intent to endanger life; Kidnapping
or taking of a hostage; incitement to murder; and
any other offence related to terrorism.




So, can Hasina be extradited by Bangladesh?

Hasina is a political player, and she can claim to seek political asylum in India.
However, some of the offences for which she has been booked are excluded
from the definition of political crimes in the treaty. This includes cases of
murder, enforced disappearance, and torture.

On August 13, Hasina was booked for the murder of a grocery store owner who
had died in police firing last month. The very next day, a case of enforced
disappearance was filed against her on the charge of kidnapping a lawyer in 2015.
On August 15, Hasina was slapped with charges of murder, torture and genocide
in a third case.

Things are further complicated by the fact that a 2016 amendment to Article 10
(3) of the treaty did away with the requirement for the requesting country
to provide evidence of the offence committed. Now, merely an arrest warrant
by a competent court of the requesting country is needed to process an
extradition.



Given a request, will India have to send Hasina back?

Not necessarily. There are grounds spelt out for refusal of extradition requests
in the treaty. Article 7 of the treaty says that “the request for extradition
may be refused by the Requested State if the person whose extradition is
sought may be tried for the extradition offence in the courts of that State.”
This is not applicable in Hasina's case.

That said, Article 8 lists out multiple grounds for refusal including cases in
which an accusation has not been “made in good faith in the interests of
justice” or in case of military offences which are not “an offence under the
general criminal law”.

India has the option of refusing Hasina's extradition on the ground that the
accusations made against her are not “in good faith in the interests of
justice”. But this has the potential to adversely impact New Delhi’s relations
with Dhaka’s new ruling dispensation.
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So, what should India do?

India has to look to build relations with whoever comes to power in
Dhaka, and secure its long term strategic and economic interests in
Bangladesh. At the same time, it must also be seen to be standing
by Sheikh Hasina, a long time friend and ally to New Delhi.

“Do our critical interests lie in handing over Hasina to Bangladesh? They
don’t. The legalese of the treaty does not matter. There are lawyers on
both sides,” a former Research and Analysis Wing (RAW) officer, who has
dealt closely with Bangladesh, told The Indian Express.

The former spy argued that the matter did not even warrant a “balancing

act’.

“Beyond diplomacy, having a treaty means its legal provisions have to be
satisfied. Then there are multiple examples of relations between two
countries being healthy despite pending extradition requests,” he added.

*The concept of "creamy layer” was established, which applies to Other Backward Castes
(OBCs) but not to Scheduled Castes (SCs) or Scheduled Tribes (STs). The creamy layer
criterion was initially set at Rs 100,000 in 1993 and has been revised several times since.
= Reservations for disadvantaged groups

*Reservations for SEBCs are a legitimate means of achieving social justice. However,
reservations beyond a certain limit can lead to merit being ignored and disrupt the
administration.

It has been evidenced for a long time that Government hospitals are more
permeable to public compared to private facilities, making it easier for unauthorized
individuals 1o enter freely. While accessibility is important for providing care, it can
also pose security risks. Hospitals somelimes become largetted by acts of
violence, including assault on staff, which can be related to disputes, dissatisfaction
with medical care, or external criminal activities. Ensurir;P safety of healthcare
professionals is vital. Violence or harassment against staff can disrupt operations
and affect quality of care Ernuided to patients. Patient rush increases poltential for
conflicts and security breaches. Addressing these concerns reguires a
comprehensive approach to security that balances accessibility with effective
measures to prolect patients, staff and integrity of the facility.

2. In view of these challenges in ensuring security in government hospitals, it is
requested to take following appropriate aclion to address the security issues in
your institute:-

i. Proper Display of relevant penal provisions of the Stale legislation 1o prevent
violence against health care workers in Hospital premises.

ii. Sufficient number of High-resolution CCTW cameras to be installed at
strategic locations including entrances, exils, corridors, dark spots and sensitive
areas. A control room should be selup in the Institute for quick r nse 1o an
emergent situation. In the Contrel Room one admin staff should always be
stationed along with security persons .

iii. Employment of adequate number of well rained security guards for proper
manitaring / patrolling/surveillance of the premises.

iv. Entry and exist should be strictly monitored to allow entry to authorized

rsonnel only. Identification badges for staff, patients, and visitors may be
issued for easy identification of authorized personnel. Display of | Card by all
Hospital Staff while on duty be made mandatory . Appropriale arrangements be
made to ensure that all visitors are monitored.

v. Only one or two attendants be allowed with a patient at any peint in time
including visiting hours and with an attendant pass only. Restricted access to
certain areas may be devisad.

vi. Comprehensive plans rr'n.arI be drawn for tackling warious types of
emergencies . These Plans should be regularly updated and rehearesed
including conduct of periodic mock drills to train staff and security personnel for
effective responses in emergency scenarios.

vii. All hospital staff, including doctors, nurses, and administrative personnel
should be trained in recognizing and responding lo security threats. They
should equipped with appropriate skills to handle emergency situations

effectively.

vili. Public address systems should be devised 1o quickly disseminate
information during emergencies.

ix Dark spots in the campus should be map and adequate lighting in the
premises should be ensured particulalry in the duty areas of the lady health
care staff , parking lots , entryways etc .

x. Hospital Authority should ensure a coordinated response in case of incidents
in close coordination with local police and emergency services. Security policies
should be updated based on feedback and incident analysis.

xi.Adequate number of well secured duly rooms with basic amenities should be
provided for female health professionals . Deployment of lady health
}?_Efessiunals at night should be preferebaly done in more than one number .

ey should be escorted in premises while on duty and proper arrangement of
secured transport should be made for them for any movement at night.

xii. Adequate number of Patient Facilitators and Patient Cooridinators to be
enagged for assisting patients providing information and guiding the patients in
the Hospitals/Institutes.

A preliminary autopsy revealed that she was subjected to a
brutal sexual assault before her death.

What is a Polygraph Test?

A polygraph test, also known as a lie detector, is a scientific
method used to measure a person’s physiological responses
(heartbeat, changes in breathing, sweating, blood pressure)
to the questions.

A similar test was first conducted in the 19th century by the
Italian criminologist Cesare Lombroso, who used a machine
to measure changes in the blood pressure of criminal
suspects during interrogation. Similar devices were
subsequently created by the American psychologist William
Marstron in 1914, and by the California police officer John
Larsonin 1921.



How Is It Conducted?

A polygraph is a device that records
several signals from sensors on a
single moving paper strip, or “graph,”

r “polygraph”. The subject has four
to six sensors linked to them.

The test captures an individual's
breathing rate, the person’s pulse
rate, the individual’'s blood pressure,
the perspiration of a person. It also
sometimes records arm and leg
movement as well.
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Typically, sensors capture:

The individual’s breathing rate
The person’s pulse rate
The individual’s blood pressure

The perspiration of a person

A polygraph will sometimes record arm and leg movement as well.
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How the polygraph test will help in the Kolkata doctor
case:

The polygraph test, or lie detector test, can play a crucial
role in the investigation of the Kolkata doctor case by
providing insights into the truthfulness of the suspect,
Sanjay Roy. Here’s how the test might help:

1. Veritying statements: The polygraph test can be used to
verify the consistency of Roy's statements and alibis. By
comparing his physiological responses to specific
questions about the crime, investigators can determine if
there are discrepancies in his story that may suggest
deceit.



2. Identifying deception: The test measures physiological
responses such as changes in heart rate, blood pressure,
and respiration. Significant variations from baseline
levels when answering questions related to the crime can
indicate potential deception or dishonesty.

3. Guiding further investigation: Results from the
polygraph test can help investigators narrow down their
focus. If Roy's physiological responses suggest he may be
withholding information or lying, the police can
concentrate on particular aspects of the case or pursue
additional lines of questioning.



4. Evaluating cooperation: The test can also help evaluate
Roy's willingness to cooperate with the investigation. If
he exhibits significant stress or discomfort when
answering questions about the crime, it might suggest he
is concealing information.

5. Legal considerations: While the results of a polygraph
test are not always admissible in court, they can still
provide valuable information for investigators and legal
teams, potentially influencing the direction of legal
strategies or negotiations.
